1. Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Madison

2. Request:  Requests authority to construct an Educational Sciences Building Asbestos Abatement project at an estimated total project cost of $979 ,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing-Health, Safety and Environment.

3. Description and Scope of Project:  This project will abate asbestos in approximately 8,041 square feet in various corridors and rooms on the second floor of the three-story instructional section of Educational Sciences building located at 1025 West Johnson Street.  The project will remove damaged asbestos containing fireproofing on structural steel, and  replace the fireproofing with a non-asbestos containing material, and replace, repair and/or renovate the associated walls, ceilings and lighting fixtures as required.  The rooms involved will be restored to previous functional levels.

4. Justification of the Request:  The existing, spray-applied, friable asbestos is old and fibers are released into the air whenever it is disturbed during routine mechanical/electrical maintenance activities.  The deteriorated condition of the asbestos has prevented workers from upgrading the building's fire alarm and security systems as part of the campus’s Fire Alarm System Replacement - Phase II project.

An air-handling unit located above the first floor hallway ceiling has not been serviced for over two years.  The unit can only be accessed from the projection booth and the passageway to the unit has been declared off-limits to workers due to the friable condition of the asbestos in the access-way and work area.

The project will permit completion of the fire alarm system upgrade, which had to be suspended pending removal of the existing asbestos, as well as regular maintenance of the air-handling unit.
