Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Madison

Requests:  Requests authority to construct a McClimon Track Surface Restoration project, estimated at a total project cost of $258,800, using Program Revenue–Cash (Athletics).  
3. Project Scope and Description:  All surfaced areas of the McClimon running track and  field event areas will be restored with a "Martin ISS-1000 Re-Top" coating.  This will involve adding a new EPDM red, synthetic rubber, seamless application to the entire surface, which will restore the surface to an optimum performance level.  In addition, two red-pigmented structural spray coats will be applied to the entire running track and all field event areas. Certified event and lane markings will be included with this project.

Justification of the Request:  The existing track surface consists of a full-pour (seamless) Martin urethane, which has a typical initial life of 7-10 years.  The entire surface was inspected in July of 2000 by a consultant who recommended application of a structural coating and relining.  This high-quality track surface is now 13 years old and is wearing down to the base mat, particularly at the inside lanes.  As it continues to wear, the track surface loses its resiliency and creates an inconsistent performance and unsafe condition for athletes.  This condition will worsen with continued use and exposure to UV rays.  

This project will restore the surface to a consistent, safe, and low-maintenance condition.  A "Martin" re-top coating is needed to guarantee adhesion to the current surface.  The proposed restoration should be undertaken to avoid failure of the substructure, which then could require replacement at an estimated cost of $1,000,000.


The University has confirmed that the Athletic maintenance funds are available to fund this project.  It is anticipated that surface restoration will be accomplished by early fall 2002, as temperatures above 50 degrees Fahrenheit are needed for proper application.
