Institution:  University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh

Request:  Requests authority to pay an $80,700 municipal assessment from the city of Oshkosh, Wisconsin for the reconstruction of Josslyn Street using university operating funds designated for paying municipal assessments.  Section 66.60(4) Wis. Stats. requires Building Commission approval for the University to support municipal assessments exceeding $50,000.

Project Description and Scope:  The reconstruction of Josslyn Street by the city of Oshkosh includes the 1,140 lineal feet fronting on the University's Campbell Creek/Titan Stadium athletic complex.  Reconstruction will include replacing sanitary sewers, concrete curb, gutter, sidewalk, driveway approaches and street paving.  The total project cost is $174,300.

Justification:  The city of Oshkosh Common Council approved the reconstruction of Josslyn Street from Witzel Avenue to Taft Avenue, a portion of which fronts on the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh's Campbell Creek/Titan Stadium property.  The university agrees the street improvement is necessary.  The blacktop street is in very poor condition and continues to deteriorate, especially each winter.  The street provides the only access to the Campbell Creek athletic fields and Titan Stadium.  It is heavily used during the spring, summer and fall for students, faculty and the community to access the various practices and games held at the stadium complex.


The city of Oshkosh plans to start construction in April 2002.
