Request:  Request approval of the Design Report and authority to construct a Kolf Athletic Training Facility at an estimated total project budget of $990,000 of General Fund Supported Borrowing – Facility Repair and Renovation, and authority to transfer that amount to the University Infrastructure Appropriation (Z450).

Project Description and Scope:  This project will remodel and upgrade approximately 8,400 ASF of space on the first floor of the Kolf Sports Center to create an improved Athletic Training Facility.  Work will involve converting approximately 6,100 ASF of team locker rooms and the existing training room into classroom, rehabilitation instruction labs and offices.  Approximately 2,300 ASF of men’s locker room space will be used to replace the team locker rooms.  Work will also restore a portion of an abandoned shower room that had been used for storage, to a shower room for visiting teams.  Storage space will be provided in the remodeled men’s locker room.  Two, 35-year old air handling units serving the men’s and women’s locker rooms will be replaced with one appropriately-sized energy efficient unit.

Justification:  UW-Oshkosh has been preparing entry-level athletic trainers for over twenty-five years.  Since 1993, thirty-seven students have passed the National Athletic Trainers' Association Board of Certification exam after graduating from UW-Oshkosh.  In 1999-2000, changes were made in educational and program accreditation requirements, resulting in a reduction in the number of institutions with Athletic Training Education Programs.  Seven UW institutions and two private institutions are closing their programs.  The new requirements stipulate that after January 2004, only students that graduate from accredited programs will be eligible for certification.  In 1999-2000, in order to comply with the new mandates from the National Athletic Trainers' Association Education Council and the Joint Review Committee on Educational Programs in Athletic Training, UW‑Oshkosh structured an emphasis within the existing Physical Education major, with the ultimate goal of receiving accreditation from the Commission on Accreditation of Allied Health Education Programs (CAAHEP) in early 2003.  UW‑Oshkosh's Athletic Trainer Program is in the process of being approved by the Board of Regents as an academic major to more accurately reflect the rigor and stature of the UW-Oshkosh program.  The only apparent obstacle to overcome in attaining accreditation is the lack of adequate facilities.  

An enlarged, up-to-date facility is needed to facilitate accreditation and to meet enrollment demands in the burgeoning athletic training field.  The existing athletic training program can accommodate only 16 students, while demand is at least triple that number.  Currently, instruction and training in the Athletic Training program is conducted in space that is inadequate, disjointed, and shared with the Physical Education and the Intercollegiate Athletics and Intramurals programs.  For example, taping is conducted in an adjacent public corridor with tables moved in and out as needed; weight training and cardiovascular equipment for rehabilitation work is located in another building; there is only one hydro-therapy tub in the existing room; staff offices are inadequately located to provide proper supervision of the facility; and an adjacent Military Science ammunitions storage room is used for private examinations.  The existing area also does not provide space for library/resource materials or computers with specialized athletic training programs, nor a classroom/lab with training tables for proper instruction.
