3. Description and Scope of Project:  Extensive renovation of the Administration Building at UW-Washington County was completed in December 2002.  Remodeling converted former science laboratories into classrooms, a social science laboratory, a math tutor lab, a distance education classroom, and additional faculty offices.  Additional space was also provided for new programs, including a 2-D art studio, a computer graphics laboratory, and a student computer lab.  Renovation also included remodeling of restrooms, spaces for student services, continuing education, collaborative degree program offices, business services, university relations, office areas for the campus dean and faculty, meeting rooms, lobby and concourse areas.  State funding is being requested to provide furnishings and/or movable and special equipment for these remodeled areas.    
4. Justification of the Request:  The UW Colleges fosters a rather unique partnership for its 13 two-year campuses, which are located throughout the State of Wisconsin.  Their facilities are constructed and maintained by local units of government involving a total of 14 counties and three cities.  The Board of Regents leases the facilities and secures funding to equip them through the State Building Commission as provided by Wisconsin Statutes 13.48(2)(f).  Staffing and operating costs are also paid by the State.

Washington County and the City of West Bend originally appropriated funds for two major projects during the 2001-03 and 2003-05 biennia: $5 million for construction of a new Science Building in 2001-03; and $2.1 million for remodeling of the Administration Building in 2003-05.  Shortly after the Science Building construction began, the county, city, and contractor negotiated an accelerated construction schedule, which enabled the contractor to undertake the Administration Building project upon completion of the Science Building.  The accelerated timeframe significantly reduced county and city costs by keeping the contractor on site to complete both projects.  Both projects are now complete, however Movable and Special Equipment funding for only the Science Building has been authorized by the Building Commission.  UW Colleges reviewed the needs of all previously approved 2001-03 projects and identified sufficient funding balances from five of those projects for reallocation to meet the highest priority equipment needs for the Administration Building.  
5. Budget:  Local construction cost for this project was $2.1 million, provided by Washington County and the City of West Bend.
