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1.	Institution:  The University of Wisconsin–Eau Claire





2.	Request:  Requests authority to pay an estimated $85,277 municipal assessment from the city of Eau Claire, Wisconsin for street and utility improvements on Water Street using University operating funds designated for paying municipal assessments.  Section 66.60(4) Wis. Stats. requires Building Commission approval for the University to pay municipal assessments exceeding $50,000.





3.	Description and Scope of Project:  This project will reconstruct a 5-block segment of Water Street between First and Sixth Streets.  Water Street is a major city street, and a part of the area to be improved fronts on the UW-Eau Claire's Fine Arts Building and the Human Science and Services Building.  The project will replace sanitary sewer and service laterals, water main and service laterals, storm sewers and catch basins, construct a new concrete street and sidewalks, refurbish street lighting, and provide street landscaping.  The university's assessment of $85,277 pays for a share of the $1,900,000 city of Eau Claire project.





4.	Justification of the Request:  This project will improve traffic flow through the area by adding turn lanes and providing needed refurbishment of the 1934 concrete roadway.  Improvement of water and sewer services will ensure continued good service to the university.  The university students, faculty and staff will benefit from the improved traffic flow to the parking lot between and serving the Fine Arts and Human Science and Services buildings.  The turning lanes will also better serve all persons attending performances in the Fine Arts Building.  Deliveries to both facilities are also made from Water Street.
