3. Description and Scope of Project:  This request constructs various maintenance, repair, renovation, and upgrades through the All Agency Projects Program. 

Facilities Maintenance and Repair Requests

MSN – 04H1T – West Campus Noise Reduction ($ 279,200):  This project reduces noise levels produced by the Waisman Center’s HVAC system by installing sound attenuators on six exhaust fans and replacement and replaces existing motors to offset the pressure drop caused by the attenuators.  Similar measures have already been started at Rennebohm Hall under an existing construction project.  This project studies whether any additional sound decreasing measures for Rennebohm Hall and Waisman Center are possible, estimates the associated costs, and plans the appropriate project responses.  The study should provide documented ambient noise level measurements at each facility both before and after noise abatement projects are completed.

Increased noise levels resulting from recent west campus construction is the primary concern for surrounding block associations, villages, and communities.  Numerous complaints have been expressed to the campus concerning Rennebohm Hall and the Waisman Center, which abuts residential property in the Village of Shorewood.  The campus is committed to controlling noise in future construction projects, and as an extension of this policy to maintain community relations and property values, correcting the known issues for these two facilities is a common interest for the campus and surrounding community. 

OSH – 04H1S – Multi-Building Chiller and Cooling Tower Replacement ($1,725,900):  This project consolidates chiller and cooling tower replacements for Clow Social Science, Dempsey Hall, Elmwood Commons, Nursing Education, Polk Library, and Swart Hall with a second chiller and cooling tower in the central Heating and Chilling Plant.

Five of the existing chillers are over thirty years old, past their life expectancy, and use regulated refrigerants, chlorofluorocarbons (CFC) and hydrochlorofluorocarbons (HCFC).  This project increases campus energy efficiency and reduces operating maintenance costs.

Utilities Repair and Renovation Requests

PKS – 04H1A – East Campus Domestic Water Loop ($366,100):  This project creates a domestic water loop for the east campus (Animal Care Facility & Greenhouse, Child Care Center, Facilities Management Center, Heating and Chilling Plant, Student Health and Counseling Center, and Tallent Hall).  Project work also replaces one deteriorated existing 10" section and one existing suspect 12" section of water main where they run under the campus utility tunnel.

Creating a looped service for the east campus area provides a second source of water for the facilities in the east campus area.  A second source is needed to avoid shutdown of these facilities in the event of a water main failure.  The water main currently feeding the east campus area failed twice last year.  In addition to providing a more reliable water supply the loop increases the fire flow capability in the area and improves fire hydrant coverage.

4. Justification of the Request:  UW System Administration and Division of State Facilities continue to work with each institution to develop a comprehensive campus physical development plan, including infrastructure maintenance planning.  After a thorough review of approximately 250 All Agency Project proposals and 520 infrastructure planning issues submitted, and the UW All Agency Projects Program funding targets set by the Division of State Facilities (DSF), this request represents high priority University of Wisconsin System infrastructure maintenance, repair, renovation, and upgrade needs.  This request focuses on existing facilities and utilities, targets the known maintenance needs, and addresses outstanding health and safety issues.  Where possible, similar work throughout a single facility or across multiple facilities has been combined into a single request to provide more efficient project management and project execution.
