Institution:  The University of Wisconsin–Green Bay

2.
Request:  Requests authority to accept a .704-acre parcel of land contiguous to the UW-Green Bay arboretum from the WisDOT in place of the one acre or more of equal or greater value as directed by the June 2004 building commission action.

3.
Description and Scope of Project:  This action will amend the June 2004 building commission action by reducing the one acre or more requirement to equal the .704-acre parcel the WisDOT has purchased to convey to the Board of Regents.  The .704-acre parcel is contiguous to and will become part of the UW-Green Bay arboretum in exchange for a .79-acre parcel of land the Regents will convey the WisDOT for highway reconstruction purposes.
WisDOT will reimburse UW-Green Bay $6,100 for costs and inconveniences to the institution’s physical plant to relocate campus fencing ($2,400) and signs ($2,600), and for temporary land interest ($1,100) as a result of a Temporary Right of Entry granted by the Board of Regents.  Since the June action this amount has been reduced by the cost of relocating lighting because the WisDOT will include it in their highway project.

The WisDOT plans to begin reconstruction of the interchange at State Highway 54/57 and Bay Settlement Road in October 2004.  The project will replace the existing at-grade intersection with a Hwy 54/57 overpass interchange and associated ramps.  The intersection will be redesigned and reconstructed as will the existing southeast campus entrance on Bay Settlement Road.  The land is needed to construct a signaled intersection with turning lanes at the campus entrance.  An appraisal secured by the WisDOT places the land value at $19,800.

Justification of the Request:  Following the June 2004 building commission action requiring the WisDOT to purchase at least one acre or more of equal or greater value to replace the university arboretum land to be conveyed to the WisDOT, a search was started to locate a parcel.  The most suitable parcel was the .704-acre subject parcel since it is bounded on two sides by the UW-Green Bay arboretum, on the third side by property owned by the UW Foundation (also part of the arboretum), and by the roadway improvement project.  The .704-acre parcel was owned by the UW-Green Bay Village Housing Authority, Inc.  A portion of the housing authority property was taken by the WisDOT for the highway project.  The WisDOT has since purchased the .704-acre remainder of the housing authority parcel and is prepared to convey it to the Board of Regents to become part of the arboretum.  The university requests amending the June action to accept the smaller .704-acre parcel because it is ideally located to become part of the arboretum.  Further, it is almost equal to the .79-acre parcel lost from the arboretum.  There are no other parcels close to the arboretum that can be purchased as replacement land.
