Request:  Requests: (1) authority to construct a site improvement project at an estimated total cost of $437,700 ($218,850 GFSB – Utilities Repair and Renovation [Z080] and $218,850 PRSB – Utilities Repair and Renovation [T570]; (2) authority to transfer all approved GFSB All Agency Allocations to the UW Infrastructure [Z450] appropriation; and (3) permit the Division of State Facilities (DSF) to adjust the project budget with other maintenance and repair projects previously approved.
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3. Description and Scope of Project:  This request constructs a site improvement project through the All Agency Projects Program. 

Utilities Repair and Renovation Requests

PLT – 05D2B – Morrow Baseball Field and Softball Field Conversion ($437,700):  This project converts Morrow West Softball Field into a dual use baseball and softball field, meeting all NCAA standards for both sports.  Project work includes field expansion (including fill, grading, new artificial turf infield, and new natural turf outfield), outfield fencing and warning track, foul poles, field lighting, bleachers, bull pens, safety netting, relocation of the existing baseball field electronic score board.
The existing baseball field location (northwest corner of the Southwest Road and Jay Street intersection, south of Pioneer Tower) interferes with a planned street extension and the approved track relocation (State Project No. 04C2E).  The street extension will provide better access to the Student Center and Williams Fieldhouse, and a direct route to campus from the future United States Highway 151 bypass at County Trunk Highway D.

4. Justification of the Request:  UW System Administration and Division of State Facilities continue to work with each institution to develop a comprehensive campus physical development plan, including infrastructure maintenance planning.  After a thorough review of approximately 250 All Agency Project proposals and 520 infrastructure planning issues submitted, and the UW All Agency Projects Program funding targets set by the Division of State Facilities (DSF), this request represents high priority University of Wisconsin System infrastructure maintenance, repair, renovation, and upgrade needs.  This request focuses on existing facilities and utilities, targets the known maintenance needs, and addresses outstanding health and safety issues.  Where possible, similar work throughout a single facility or across multiple facilities has been combined into a single request to provide more efficient project management and project execution.
