1. Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Platteville

2. Request:  Requests authority to acquire the property at 480 West Pine Street at a cost of $145,000 Program Revenue Cash-Parking.  This amount includes $138,500 for land purchase, plus an estimated $7,050 of appraisal, closing and demolition costs in accordance with the provision of Section 20.914(1) of Wisconsin Statues.  The purchase price is the average of two market appraisals. The appraisals are $135,000 and $142,000. 
3. Description and Scope of Project:  This is a 0.32 acre parcel and is within the campus boundary on the east side of South Hickory Street, adjacent to existing Board of Regents-owned property.  The parcel has 13,938 square feet and contains a wood-framed, 1,258 SF house constructed in 1948.  The intention is to purchase the parcel of land, and raze the house on this property.  The land will be used for future parking lot development.  Pine Street is heavily trafficked and is a primary access route to the campus from HWY 151 (Business 151).

An environmental audit has been conducted on the property, and no apparent environmental contamination was found, thus, further examination and testing is not necessary.

Justification of the Project:  The property is located on the perimeter of the campus directly across from the Ullsvik Center.  This facility is planned to undergo a large addition and remodeling project and that will become a heavily used visitors center, administrative, and academic building.  Parking analysis identifies a need to provide parking for faculty, students, and visitors in this area of campus.
