Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Stout

2.
Request:  Requests authority to acquire the property at 209 3rd St. W. at a cost of $124,000 Program Revenue Cash-Parking.  This amount includes $114,500 land purchase, plus an estimated $9,500 of associated appraisal, closing, asbestos abatement, and demolition costs in accordance with the provision of Section 20.914(1) of Wisconsin Statutes.  The purchase price is the average of two market appraisals.  The appraisals are $110,000 and $119,000.

Description and Scope of Project:  This is a 0.2 acre parcel of land with two structures, a house and a garage.  Acquisition is for the purpose of parking development.  The parcel is within the campus boundary, near the Northwest corner of campus, and is part of the North Campus Master Plan.  The property is one of eight parcels located directly west of 3rd St. W. (from 1st Ave to 3rd Ave), the site of the newly constructed Red Cedar Residence Hall.  This will be the fourth acquisition of this group.  An environmental audit indicates that the property does have minor amounts of asbestos containing material (ACM) in piping insulation.  UW-Stout will remove the ACM before demolition begins.  Immediate action will be to demolish the structures and develop the parcel as a temporary gravel lot of approximately twenty (20) parking spaces.  A fully developed, permanent parking lot will be constructed after acquisition of all the targeted land west of 3rd St. W.

Justification of the Request:  Approval of this request facilitates the development of adequate parking to meet north campus residence hall demand.  For more than a decade, UW-Stout's campus development plans have documented a shortage of adequate parking.  Currently there is a 550 stall deficit based on 2,710 stalls available and a planning target of 3,260 stalls.  This deficit is especially acute near north campus residence halls.  The construction of the new Red Cedar Residence Hall has impacted parking availability due to the hall being constructed on the site of a previous parking lot, the increase of the number of hall residents on the North Campus, and the demographic of upper classmen change in North Campus residents which results in more demand for parking availability.  Adequate residence hall parking is essential for effective marketing of on-campus housing.  Sufficient on-campus parking limits student parking on city streets and improves our relationship with the neighborhoods and the community.

The current parking budget supports acquisition of this property.  There will be no associated increase in parking fees.
