Institution:  The University of Wisconsin System

2.
Request:  Requests: (1) authority to construct various maintenance and repair projects at an estimated total cost of $3,539,000 ($941,000 GFSB – Facilities Maintenance and Repair [Z060] and $2,598,000 GFSB – Programmatic Remodeling and Renovation [Z065]; (2) authority to transfer all approved GFSB All Agency Allocations to the UW Infrastructure [Z450] appropriation; and (3) permit the Division of State Facilities (DSF) to adjust individual project budgets.  


3. Description and Scope of Project:  This request constructs maintenance, repair, renovation, and upgrades through the All Agency Projects Program. 

Facilities Maintenance and Repair Requests

MIL – 05L2X – Jeremiah Curtin Hall and Klotsche Center Roof Replacements ($771,000):  This project replaces approximately 89,200 SF of roof systems on Jeremiah Curtin Hall and Klotsche Center and the parapet cap, integrated gutters/downspouts, and exposed gutters/downspouts on Klotsche Center.  Curtin Hall project scope includes replacing 9,300 SF of existing fluid applied membrane roofing and 9,700 SF of built-up bituminous membrane roof coverings.  Klotsche Center project scope includes replacing 38,400 SF of existing asphalt shingles and 31,800 SF of built-up bituminous membrane roof covering, providing new roof venting for all sloped roof sections, and replacing 860 LF of gutters and downspouts.

The roof of Jeremiah Curtin Hall is 31 years old and is beyond its useful life.  The built-up bituminous section is severely blistered and checked, and the painted portions need to be re-coated.  The roof of the Klotsche Center is 14 years old and has had leaking problems since it was installed.  Condensation problems causing underlayment deterioration were not addressed the last re-roofing.  The west gutters constantly plug with leaves and are difficult to access. These gutters produce icicles during the winter and are a hazard to pedestrians below.  The gravel stop, as designed, has continually leaked.  The pool roof and north-east roof have been compromised by solar panel installation and the recent addition project construction. 

PKS – 05L2W – Communication Arts and Tallent Hall Motor Control Center Replacements ($170,000):  This project replaces five original motor control centers in Communication Arts and Tallent Hall.  Communication Arts' project scope includes replacing three 32 year old 480-volt motor control centers.  Tallent Hall's project scope includes replacing two 36 year old 480-volt motor control centers.

The motor control centers in Communication Arts are original to the facility (1973).  The equipment is obsolete and replacement parts are not available.  When failures occur, required parts must be manufactured by campus staff or by a third party, usually resulting in extended outages.  The motor control centers in Tallent Hall are also original to the facility (1969).  One motor control center was fabricated on site of mismatched components and is not code compliant.  Both motor control centers are obsolete and replacement parts are not available.

Programmatic Remodeling and Renovation

EAU – 05L2V – Hibbard Humanities Hall Media Lab Remodeling ($1,408,000):  This project remodels approximately 7,450 SF to provide modern television and radio production labs for the Communication and Journalism program.  Television and radio instruction will be moved from Haas Fine Arts Center and consolidated with the rest of the department in Hibbard Hall.  A wet process photo lab and darkroom area in Hibbard will be remodeled to accommodate non-wet, digital instruction.  Remodeled areas will provide radio production and broadcast rooms, a combined media/newsroom, reporter work stations, news desk, instruction and observation areas, news broadcast control room, storage, video editing room, audio editing room and three offices to house faculty and a lab supervisor.  Print production studios will be remodeled and conference/interview rooms equipped to provide audio and video recording equipment for broadcast journalism.

Hibbard Humanities Hall was constructed in 1974 to house the College of Arts and Sciences with the exception of science, fine arts and social science departments.  The Journalism Department was located in Hibbard while Communication was part of the Communication and Theatre Department located in the Haas Fine Arts Building.  In 1994, Communication and Journalism were combined into a single department with all their space located in Hibbard Hall except the instructional spaces for television and radio, which remained in the Haas Fine Arts Building.  This project will consolidate space used by the Communication and Journalism program into Hibbard Humanities.

The communication and journalism professions are rapidly changing and the curriculum must be updated to meet the needs of the profession.  Equipment and supporting facilities must be updated from analogue to digital. The analog and wet photo processes and equipment are outdated technology and the Hibbard installations are beyond their useful life. Analog and wet photo processing technology does not provide educational experience that will equip students to be successful in the job market.  Information, images and video in the media of print, TV and radio broadcast, and the Internet are gathered, prepared and distributed using primarily digital technology.

WTW – 05L2U – Roseman Hall Admissions and Registrar Office Remodeling ($1,190,000):  This project remodels approximately 6,535 ASF in Roseman Hall and creates a new permanent home for the Admissions Office and Registrar's and Records operations. Project work includes demolition of existing partition walls, removal of existing unit ventilators, abatement of asbestos containing materials (floor tile and ceiling tile), leveling the auditorium floor, construction of new enclosed offices and rooms along with open office areas, and installation of a small roof mounted HVAC unit and associated ductwork and controls.  Project work also includes converting a single stall restroom into a ADA accessible unisex restroom.

The Admissions Office and the Registrar’s and Records operations are currently housed in Baker Hall, originally a student dormitory constructed in 1952.  Baker Hall was converted to office use with minimal remodeling in 1968 and has housed several administrative operations since then. 

Planning for the new College of Business and Economics building, currently in the design phase, revealed Baker Hall occupies the preferred site for the new building.  Consequently, Baker Hall will need to be razed sooner than originally planned, and the Admissions Office and the Registrar’s and Records operations must be relocated to a new permanent location. The second floor of Roseman Hall has been selected as the new home for these operations through the campus planning process, but the area will require significant remodeling and renovation to accommodate the new functions. 

4. Justification of the Request:  UW System Administration and Division of State Facilities continue to work with each institution to develop a comprehensive campus physical development plan, including infrastructure maintenance planning.  After a thorough review of approximately 250 All Agency Project proposals and 520 infrastructure planning issues submitted, and the UW All Agency Projects Program funding targets set by the Division of State Facilities (DSF), this request represents high priority University of Wisconsin System infrastructure maintenance, repair, renovation, and upgrade needs.  This request focuses on existing facilities and utilities, targets the known maintenance needs, and addresses outstanding health and safety issues.  Where possible, similar work throughout a single facility or across multiple facilities has been combined into a single request to provide more efficient project management and project execution.
