Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Stout

2.
Request:  Requests authority to acquire the property at 222 11th Avenue West, Menomonie, Wisconsin at a cost of $146,927 ($136,427 Program Revenue Supported Borrowing and $10,500 Program Revenue-Cash).  This amount includes $136,427 for the land purchase, plus an estimated $10,500 of associated appraisal, closing, asbestos abatement, and demolition costs in accordance with the provision of Section 20.914(1) of Wisconsin Statutes.  The purchase price is the average of two market appraisals which are $125,000 and $147,854.  There is no relocation cost associated with this acquisition.

Description and Scope of Project:  The property is a 0.4 acre parcel located within the campus boundary near the southwest corner of campus directly south of campus parking lot 17 along 11th Avenue West/Highway 29, and is included in the parking development plans of the campus.  The property consists of two (2) lots with two structures (a house and a detached garage).  An environmental audit indicates that the property does have asbestos containing material (ACM) in floor tile on both the first and second floors and possibly in the exterior shingles.  UW-Stout will remove the ACM before demolition begins.

Immediate action will be to demolish the structure and develop the parcel as a temporary gravel lot of approximately forty (40) parking spaces.  A fully developed, permanent parking lot will be constructed after the acquisition of the remaining six (6) parcels on this block.

Justification of the Request:  Approval of this request will facilitate the development of adequate parking to meet the demand generated by the south campus residence halls.  The UW-Stout campus development plans have documented a shortage of adequate parking for more than a decade.  There is now a campus-wide 550 stall deficit based on 2,710 stalls available and a planning target of 3,260 stalls.  Adequate residence hall parking on south campus is essential to effectively market on-campus housing.  Only 20 % of the freshmen are allowed to park personal vehicles on the south campus now.  Sufficient on-campus parking will also minimize student parking on city streets, thereby improving the campus relationship with local neighborhoods and the community.

Acquisition of this property will require a modest increase (2 to 3%) in student parking fees.  Permits for residence hall students are estimated to increase 3% from the current cost of $125 per year to $129 per year, and permits for commuter students are expected to increase by 2% from the current cost of $110 to $112.  UW-Stout parking permit rates are about average for non-Madison/Milwaukee system campuses.
