Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Superior

2.
Request:  Requests authority to acquire the property at 1520 Clough St. at a cost of $72,253 Program Revenue Cash-Parking.  This amount includes $64,000 for the land purchase, plus an estimated $8,253 of associated appraisal, closing, and demolition costs, in accordance with the provision of Section 20.914(1) of the Wisconsin Statutes.  The purchase price of $64,000 is the average of two appraisals of $62,000 and $66,000.  There is no relocation cost associated with this acquisition.

Description and Scope of Work:  This property is a 0.08 acre parcel within the campus boundary on the northwest edge of campus.  It is adjacent to a university-owned parking lot and will eventually be used to relocate and reconfigure the lot in accordance with the campus master plan.  The property includes an old rental wood frame house that will be demolished.  The environmental assessment identified a small amount of asbestos in the floor tiles of the entryway and several mercury containing thermostats, which will be abated prior to building demolition.
4.
Justification:  Purchase of the Clough Street property will facilitate the eventual reconfiguration of an existing parking lot away from the center of campus.  The 1999 Campus Master Plan proposed the development of a central campus space along the axis between Old Main and the Rothwell Student Center.  The space will be developed with landscaping and architectural features to create an inviting campus mall and student gathering space along a major pedestrian circulation path.  Currently, a parking lot intrudes into this central area of the campus, limiting the creation of the pedestrian-friendly central campus mall.  This property, located at the edge of campus, is one of several properties along Clough Street that is needed to relocate the parking from the center of campus to the campus perimeter.  An adjacent property at 1518 Clough Street was acquired in 2002.
