Institution:  The University of Wisconsin–Madison

Request:  Request waiver of s.16.855 under s. 13.48(19)  to allow a design-build entity, to be selected using an RFP process,  to design and construct an Integrated Dairy - Phase II project at the Arlington Agricultural Research Station at a total project cost not to exceed $5,162,000 ($4,834,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing and $328,000 gift funds).

Description and Scope of Project:  This approval will enable the University, through the Department of Administration, to issue a competitive RFP for the design and construction of the Integrated Dairy - Phase II Project.  The project will construct a new dairy facility at the Arlington Agricultural Research Station (ARS).  The dairy facility will include a free stall barn for 384 head of cattle, veterinary/tie stall barn, a milking parlor, staff service’s wing, feed storage and mixing building, and site/utility infrastructure to support the dairy operation.

Justification of the Request:  The University is requesting the waiver and RFP in an effort to attract agricultural builders to the project as a potential cost savings mechanism.  Recent state agricultural building projects have not attracted traditional agricultural builders or a large bidding pool which has adversely impacted the project cost.  The waiver and RFP will encourage agricultural builders to bid on the project by allowing them to construct the dairy facility in a manner that is more in keeping with typical construction practices for agricultural buildings.
The Integrated Dairy Program is a multi-phased project to provide modern, state-of-the-art facilities, an enlarged dairy herd, and research conditions reflective of today’s commercial dairies for the Dairy Science Department.  Phase I consisted of a heifer barn and support buildings at the Marshfield Agricultural Research Station.  Phase II, the current project, will build new dairy facilities at the Arlington ARS.  Phase III will make improvements to the Dairy Cattle Center and Old Dairy Barn on the Madison campus as well as selected demolition of the existing dairy at the Blaine Dairy after the Phase II project is complete.

Budget:  The total project cost not to exceed $5,162,000.
