Request:  Requests approval of the Design Report and authority to: (a) increase the project  budget by $430,000 ($245,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing – UW Infrastructure [Z450] and $185,000 Gifts; and (b) construct the Arts Relocation Project at an estimated project cost of $9,245,000 ($2,250,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing-Biostar - Wisconsin Institutes for Discovery [Z605], $245,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing – UW Infrastructure [Z450], $6,750,000 Gifts and Grants.)

Description and Scope of Project:  This project, which was contained within the enumeration for WID, will renovate approximately 28,750 ASF/43,675 GSF of existing warehouse space, located at 630 West Mifflin Street, for the Department of Art’s ceramics, art metal, and papermaking programs.  The project scope includes conceptual design of additional remodeled space and an addition for future occupancy by the Tandem Press that will occur when Tandem Press has raised adequate funds to cover the costs of that project.  

Renovated space will include a classroom/exhibition space to showcase works of art; instructional lab spaces for the ceramics and papermaking programs; and teaching studios for faculty and graduate students.  A new loading dock is included and the newly remodeled art space will be connected to the glass lab and sculpture/foundry programs which are currently located in the warehouse.  Plumbing, mechanical, and electrical systems will be upgraded as necessary to support the new functions.  In addition, the project will include code-mandated electrical and life safety upgrades in approximately 15,500 ASF of non-art department occupied spaces in the building.

Justification of the Request:  This project is required to provide replacement space for art programs currently housed in three locations that are needed for other purposes.  Substandard space in the 1300 block of University Avenue needs to be vacated in order to clear that site for the Wisconsin Institutes for Discovery project.  Substandard space in the 700 block of University Avenue will be demolished, using gift funds from that project, to allow for construction of the Music Performance Building.  That project is included as part of the 2007-2009 Capital Budget request.  Art programs currently located in the Education Building need to be relocated to allow the Education Building Restoration, Renewal, and Addition project to proceed.  
The space in the warehouse that is currently used for storage will be empty by the beginning of construction.  Current storage activities in the warehouse will be relocated to the new campus warehouse in Verona.


The project was initially estimated at $8,815,000 which is $430,000 short of the estimated budget necessary to complete the project.  The estimated cost increase includes $245,000 of unanticipated code-required electrical and life safety upgrades in areas of the building which are not otherwise being remodeled.  An additional $185,000 is necessary to complete the originally-identified scope of work.
