Description and Scope of Project:  Consultants will be retained to prepare preliminary plans, cost estimates, and design reports for projects that were enumerated in the 2007-09 biennium.  Consultants will also be retained to provide pre-planning for the UW-Eau Claire and UW‑River Falls projects, which were recommended by the State Building Commission for planning in the 2007-09 biennium.
UW-Eau Claire Education and Student Services Building – Pre-planning
Pre-planning of this project will provide a project scope and budget that will be used to enumerate this project for construction.  This project constructs a 96,800 ASF/149,800 GSF building to house the College of Education, the Psychology Department, the Autism Clinic, student services departments, and general assignment classrooms.  This building replaces space in the Campus School, which will be demolished as part of this project, and in Brewer Hall, which will be demolished in a future project.

Currently, education is housed in obsolete space in the Campus School, Brewer Hall, and the Human Sciences and Services Building, challenging the efficient delivery of instruction.  This project will provide state-of-the art instructional space for education programs in a single location.  Psychology is relocated from Hibbard Hall to allow decompression of other departments there.  This project also provides new student services space that will address overcrowding and locations for services that are currently scattered.  Finally, this project builds new classrooms that will replace obsolete classrooms elsewhere on campus, and will address an imbalance in classroom sizes relative to demand.
UW-Oshkosh Elmwood Center Remodeling and Addition or Replacement
This project completely remodels a 19,710 ASF/31,419 GSF former food service facility and constructs a 3,000ASF/4,500 GSF addition to house student advising, counseling, academic support, and career services.  These services, which are currently located in a variety of scattered locations, will be combined into a single facility.  The design consultant will also assess the feasibility of demolishing this structure and constructing a new facility in its place.
A strategic goal of UW-Oshkosh is to improve student retention and reduce attrition.  However, the services necessary to achieve this goal are currently scattered at different locations on campus, making it difficult to provide a unified delivery of services, and impeding the ability of students to access these services.  Elmwood Commons is no longer used for food service and appears suitable to accommodate the intended functions.  Moreover, it is located conveniently for students, in close proximity to residence halls and the Reeve Student Union.
UW-Stout Harvey Hall Renovation – Phase 1 - Theater
This project is the first of two projects that will renovate and upgrade Harvey Hall.  The theater project renovates and remodels the theater and support spaces.  The seating is reconfigured and the number reduced to improve sightlines.  Theater equipment and all electrical and mechanical systems are upgraded.  Hazardous materials are abated, life safety upgrades and accessibility improvements are made to meet current standards.
Harvey Hall was constructed in 1916, and the theater had a series of minor infrastructure upgrade and remodeling projects in the 1970s.  However, most of the theater equipment is obsolete and in poor repair, and past remodeling projects have created sightline and access problems.  Life safety and accessibility do not meet current standards and support spaces are functionally deficient.  Despite the fact that the theater is the only venue on campus for music and theatrical performances, its current condition is such that it gets little use.
UW-River Falls Human Health and Performance and Recreation Building – Pre-planning
Pre-planning of this project will provide a project scope and budget that will be used to enumerate this project for construction.  This project constructs a 146,400 ASF/203,100 GSF building to house Health and Human Performance, athletics, and recreational programs.  The building includes classrooms, instructional laboratories, a swimming pool, a dance studio, a gymnasium, a training room, faculty offices, lockers, and support spaces.  The new building will be attached to the existing Hunt/Knowles athletic complex, and approximately 5000 GSF of space will be remodeled in that complex to accommodate connection to the new building.  The project also constructs a 350-stall parking lot to serve the new building.  This building replaces the existing 67,100 GSF Karges Physical Education Center and the 20,500 GSF Emogene Nelson Building, both of which will be demolished as part of this project.
Physical education recreation and athletics have long been an important part of undergraduate education at UW-Rive Falls.  However, space needs have exceeded available space, resulting in programs being housed in four different buildings.  In addition, two of the buildings – Karges and Nelson – were constructed in the 1950s, are in very poor physical condition, are functionally unsuited for current programs, and are grossly deficient in size.  Constructing this building adjacent to the existing Hunt/Knowles complex will take advantage of recent improvements to that complex and will result in more efficient delivery of programs made possible by a single location.
4.  Justification of the Request:  The release of planning funds will enable the hiring of architectural/engineering consultants for the above projects to prepare plans and design reports.  Approval of design reports and authority to construct these projects will be sought when planning is complete and detailed budgets have been developed.  The release of planning funds for pre-planning will enable the hiring of architectural/engineering consultants to produce verified project scopes and budgets that will then become the basis for enumerating these projects for construction.  Pre-planning should result in more accurate scope and cost estimating of projects then has been possible in the past.
