Request:  Requests the increase of $130,200 Building Trust Funds - Planning, for the continued preparation of preliminary plans and design reports for the following Oshkosh Academic Building:

Description and Scope of Project:  This project constructs a new 134,255 ASF/214,808 GSF 
academic building that includes 46,190 ASF of general assignment classrooms, 13,995 ASF 
of dry laboratories, 2,230 ASF of wet laboratories, 3,470 ASF of research laboratories, 
12,645 ASF of computer laboratories,  55,725 ASF faculty offices/support and student 
support space.  This project is the first in a sequence of events that replaces inadequate 
classrooms, provides consolidation of academic departments, and relieves overcrowding.

Approximately forty percent of the classrooms on campus lack the appropriate geometry and size to accommodate current teaching methods and section sizes.  The College of Business Administration (COBA) is currently housed in Clow Hall, a building that contains many of these inadequate classrooms.  Since Clow cannot be remodeled to provide classrooms that support current business course teaching methods, new space will be constructed with appropriate classrooms, and COBA will be moved to this new space.  Clow can then be remodeled to address overcrowding in the College of Education and the College of Nursing.  The new building also provides for consolidation of College of Letters and Science functions that are currently scattered across campus, relieving overcrowding across campus.

4.  Justification of the Request:  The release of planning funds in October 2005 enabled the selection of the Architect/Engineer team for the Oshkosh Academic Building.  The programming portion has recently been completed.  This increase in BTF Planning money is necessary to allow the project to go up to the 35% Design Report stage.  There are several reasons for this.  The campus requested to have this project become LEED accredited which requires Level III or full commissioning.  Secondly there was an increase in Audio Visual consultant fees from what was originally budgeted and finally the separate programming phase resulted in more design money being spent up front.  The result is that more of the A/E fee to be spent prior to the 35% Design Report stage rather than after this phase.
