Institution:  The University of Wisconsin-Madison

Request:  Authority to:  (a) prepare a construction air permit for the Charter Street Heating Plant at an estimated project cost of $350,000 (Agency Fuel and Utilities Fund [109]); (b) hire a consultant to perform programming through schematic design to implement recommendations outlined in the Comprehensive Feasibility Study at a cost of $1,100,000 ($870,000 BTF-Planning and $230,000 PR-Cash).
3. Description and Scope of the Project:  This project will retain an environmental engineering firm to prepare a construction air permit to implement recommendations detailed in the Comprehensive Feasibility Study (CFS).  The Amended Consent Decree mandates that the UW (UW-Madison and UW-System) and the Department of Administration (DOA) perform a CFS to understand how to bring the Charter Street Heating Plant back into compliance with the EPA’s Clean Air Act.  The permit application process will consider ways of applying Best Available Control Technology (BACT) to the plant to meet current air emission regulations.  The consultant will research current technology for applying the proper BACT to the facility and submit a permit application to the DNR.  The consultant will also represent the UW and the DOA during the DNR review process to address any clarifications associated with the application. 

The approval of funding for programming through schematic design to implement the recommendations outlined in the CFS (anticipated to be released on July 31, 2008) Are being sought to comply with the Consent Decree; it requires the State to secure all approvals and funding necessary to develop and implement the CFS recommendations in conjunction with the submission of the DNR permit applications funded in part (a) of this request. Following initial preliminary design,required Building Commission and Legislative approvals for construction of the improvements will be sought.   

4. Justification of the Request:  Pursuant to the Amended Consent Decree from the Sierra Club v. Morgan/Ehrfurth lawsuit, Case No. 07-C-0251-S, the DOA and UW shall, no later than November 28, 2008 (no later than 120 days after completion of the CFS), submit to DNR an application or applications for any permits to implement the recommendations contained in the CFS.  The CFS must be completed by July 31, 2008.
