Request:  Requests release of $180,000 Building Trust Funds–Planning to prepare preliminary plans and a Design Report for the Rose Hall/Wood Hall Remodeling project at the University of Wisconsin-Green Bay.

Description and Scope of Project:  Consultants will be retained to prepare preliminary plans, cost estimates and a design report for the Rose Hall/Wood Hall Remodeling project.  This project remodels 36,848 GSF of office and classroom space in 17,535 ASF/40,595 GSF John M. Rose Hall and 42,642 ASF/66,631 GSF L.G. Of the 36,848 ASF of space being renovate, approximately 16,200 ASF will be utilized for administrative and academic offices plus another 11,000 ASF of space for general access classrooms.

The project will include extensive demolition of the existing interior wall systems, ceilings, lighting and power systems, and heating and ventilation system.  Work in Rose Hall will encompass all 13,121 ASF of the 3rd floor.  Work in Wood Hall comprises 11,836 ASF of the first, third, and fourth floors.  An additional 11,891 ASF classroom spaces, corridors, and lounges on the second floor of Wood Hall would be reconfigured to create a range of classrooms sized for occupancy of 35 to 45 seats, to meet current codes, improve efficiency, sightlines, and aspect ratios.

Justification of the Request:  The release of planning funds will enable the selection of an Architect/Engineer for the project above to prepare plans and a Design Report.

Budget and Schedule:  A detailed budget and schedule will be developed by consultants.

Previous Action:

	March 19, 2007
	Recommended enumeration of the Rose Hall/Wood Hall Remodeling project as part of the 2007-09 Capital Budget at an estimated cost of $6,734,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing.  The project was subsequently enumerated at the funding source and amount.
