Request:  Requests authority to increase the project budget of the Microbial Sciences Building project by an amount not to exceed $349,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing (Z450) reallocated from the Hiram Smith Renovation project (06C4R) for a revised total project cost of $121,285,910  ($50,712,839 GFSB various sources, $66,459,071 Gifts/Grants (including previously deposited cash), and $4,114,000 Program Revenue Supported Borrowing).

Description and Scope of Project:   The campus requests that unused GFSB funds in the Hiram Smith renovation project be reallocated to the UW-Madison Microbial Science project to finish work associated with that project.

Justification of the Request:    The Hiram Smith Renovation project (Project 06C4R) was approved as an All Agency funded project (Z450) in May 2006 at a cost of $4,128,000.  In 2007, the UW-Madison provided additional gift funds for the Microbial Sciences project from its Vilas Trust, and $4,128,000 of BioStar GFSB (Z605) was transferred from the Microbial Sciences project into the Z450 account for the Hiram Smith project.  

Hiram Smith has been completed and there is a balance of $349,000 GFSB remaining in the project.  Since the funds were originally BioStar GFSB funds, DOA officials support their transfer back to the Microbial Sciences project to help finish work in that facility.

The 300,000 GSF Microbial Sciences Building opened in fall of 2007.  The building includes six floors, a mechanical penthouse and a basement level. It houses three laboratory blocks and associated offices oriented around atrium space.  The building also houses a vivarium, and a parking structure. 

Since the building’s opening, a number of issues have arisen related to spaces that are not yet completed in a manner suitable for use.  High containment and vivarium spaces are still not ready for occupation, resulting in losses of NIH grant funding, lost productivity in research programs, and the very likely possibility of researchers, whose spaces are unfinished, leaving for competing institutions.  Although the project had a contingency fund, several unforeseen conditions were encountered during construction including the presence of asbestos in the E.B. Fred building, high ground water, and unsuitable soil.  These conditions cost the project approximately $1,700,000 in available contingency money.  Additional funds from the Veterinary Diagnostic Laboratory project were added in early 2008 to help cover the costs of finishing the building, but work still remains to be done related to building security and airflow control and pressurization.
