


2.4 County, City, and Town Ordinances

State owned facilities such as UW-Parkside do not fall under the jurisdiction of the Kenosha
County and the Town of Somers for storm water management ordinances. However, it would
be beneficial for the campus to follow applicable local ordinances and guidelines for storm
water management and design of storm water conveyance systems. See Table 2-5 for a

description of Kenosha County and the Town of Somers ordinances.

e Vairable release control is required to control the more frequent rainfall events such as one and two
year recurrence interval storms

2.5 Other Regulatory Factors

There are several other regulatory factors to be considered. These would include WDNR’s
general wastewater discharge regulation (Ch 283.35 Wisconsin Stats.) that permits the
discharge of non-contact cooling water, condensate & boiler blowdowns, and swimming pool
water to surface and/or groundwater. If storm water and sewer system facility construction
disturbs navigable waters, such as the Pike River or wetlands, a ch. 30 Wisconsin Stats.

permit must be granted by the WDNR.
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2.6 Recommended Stormwater Guidelines
We recommend that the UW-Parkside campus adopt stormwater guidelines that meet and/or

exceed the NR 151 requirements for erosion control and stormwater management.
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Chapter 3 Existing Campus Features

This chapter summarizes the conditions and features on the campus, which form the basis for
identifying storm water problem areas and potential effects of future development on the existing
system. Information used to evaluate existing conditions and features was collected from the
campus, Town of Somers, Kenosha County, Southeastern Wisconsin Regional Planning
Commission (SEWRPC), the WDNR, the Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS), the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and the United States Geological Survey (USGS).

3.1 Physical Features

The campus is located in Southeastern Wisconsin in Kenosha County. It lies within the Town of
Somers in the Pike River watershed. The approximately 730-acre campus is about 1.8 miles west
of Lake Michigan and includes a combination of institutional developments and natural
resources such as conservancy areas, wetlands, waterways, and floodplains. The reverse Z-
shaped campus can generally be classified into three zones — Central zone, East zone, and West
zone. The Central zone (shown in Exhibit 3-1) contains all academic core facilities and main
student support facilities, the East zone contains campus support facilities, and the West zone is

natural woodland. Figure 3-1 displays the campus, political and watershed boundaries.

Storm Water Management Plan

The campus maintains four non-contiguous properties, all of which are natural conservancy
areas. These conservancy areas include a prairie (Chiwaukee Prairie), a glaciated area (The
Harris Tract), a fen (Ranger Mac’s Fen), and woods (Renak-Polak Woods). Per the Physical
Development Plan, there are no developments scheduled for these properties for the years 2005-

2011. Further assessment of these properties was not completed as part of this plan.
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3.2 Land Use

The SEWRPC existing land use inventory defines the campus as primarily a mix of institutional
and natural areas. Figure 3-2 shows the SEWRPC designated land use map for the campus and
its surrounding areas. The East zone contains support facilities and parking lots. Figure 3-3

shows the pervious and impervious areas for the campus.
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
