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The four Permanent Interface business units (La Crosse, Stevens Point, Eau Claire and Stout) have requested access to the calc’d data in Payroll Interface (PI) so the information can be run through each BU’s local accounting edits to detect any coding data problems.  Four views have been created for the Interface BUs to provide the information needed to run their local edits.  The views can be accessed with any software tool that uses an ODBC or SQL*Net connection to the Oracle database.  Each BU will have read-only access to their data only. The data will be available after the PI calc run is completed.
Any changes to the payroll or fringe data must be done on-line in the Payroll Interface Suspense Maintenance application; no updates can be done through the views.  Each BU may also choose to load the posted detail into their local ledgers, so SFS and the local journals are in synch.  The posted payroll information is available through the SFD STAR.  
For ease of use by the BUs, the fields in the tables will be limited by views.  There are four data views, each one built from a different PI table.  The views available are:
UW_SALS_APPT_VW – This view is created from the UW_SALSUS_APPT table.  The UW_SALSUS_APPT table is the Salary Suspense “parent” table.  There is one row for each appointment paid for each calc ID.

Posted Payroll and Non-accounting Information

The SFD Star should provide Interface BUs with the financial data equivalent to what is currently drawn from the Payroll Results File.  The payroll data that is not included with the SFD Star will need to be received separately from UWPC, as it is not accounting data.  The SFD Star table data will be available through Brio.
