Financial analyst using Brioquery, 

Financial analyst using nVision  

How well is each report meeting your need?  How could the report be improved?

Answer this question on a 1-10 scale; 

  1 = report is nearly useless

10 = report completely satisfies your need.

What additional reports do you need? 

Answer this question with a list of descriptive titles.

Please submit responses to Ron Weidemann by January 14, 2002.  He will compile the information for the next Data Access Team meeting scheduled for January 22nd.
