 PAYROLL INTERFACE NVISION REPORTS
UW nVision – nVision Report Submit Center – SFD Report
(Selection criteria is BU, FY, Calc ID, Employee Name unless otherwise noted)  

ENCUMBRANCES:

SFD_13 – Encumbrance Balances with Payments (Selection criteria is FY, BU):  Used to show encumbrances that are on the appointment balance table for individuals that have already been paid on the UW Payroll.  They do not have to be paid on a specific encumbrance; just in pay status at some point during the fiscal year.  

SFD_14 – Encumbrance Data with No Recent Activity (Selection criteria is BU, FY, Last Update Timestamp):  Used to locate encumbrances that have not had any activity against them based on a date.  The activity would include either a payment or an encumbrance adjustment.

SFD_17 – Encumbrance Related Payments With No Encumbrance (Selection Criteria is BU, FY and SFD Appointment Type):  This is used to identify those appointments that have yet had an encumbrance created for them based on the BU parameters as to appointment type.  

SFD_18 – Encumbrance Related Payments With No Matching Encumbrance (Selection Criteria is BU and Calc Number greater than):  This is based on the encumbrance warnings generated in Suspense during the calc night process.  It lists the ‘warnings’ from specific calcs based on a calc selection.  It is accumulative from the calc specified.

PAYMENTS:

SFD_08 – Salaries Posted:  Used for posted detail (after release in Suspense) by appointment for a specific calc.  For those campuses not used to seeing PAR data, note that there are two columns on the report that relate to PAR information as it pertains to the UWPC payroll criteria.  

SFD_09 – Fringe Benefits Posted:  Used for posted fringe detail (after release in Suspense) by appointment for a specific calc. 

SFD_10 – GL Journals with Default Coding (Selection criteria is BU, FY (PRDFLT)): Used to identify journals that were created with default coding and posted to the SFS General Ledger.

SFD_19– Salary Cash Transfer Journals (Selection criteria is BU, journal date):  Used to identify salary and the associated fringes for salary cash transfers by a specific journal date.

SFD_20 – Salary Cash Transfer Payment Journals - (Selection criteria is BU and PT journal date):  Used to identify only the salary data for salary cash transfers by journal date.

SFD_21 – Salary Cash Transfer Fringe Journals - (Selection criteria is BU and FT journal date):  Used to identify only the fringe data related to salary cash transfers by journal date.

SFD_28 - Prepaid Fringes – (Selection is on BU):  This query will list all the prepaid fringes charged to the new year based on payroll calcs processed in the current year.

SUSPENSE:

SFD_01 – List of Payments as Calculated: Used to select a specific calc for salary payments as originally calc’d by UW Payroll - not yet edited.  

SFD_02 – Fringes as Calc’d:  Used to show the fringes by a specific calc as originally calc’d by UW Payroll - not yet edited. 
SFD_03 – Archived Payment Data:  Used to view the salary payments by a specific calc that were changed either by a user, or that were defaulted by the system (both the before/after suspense view).  If you want YTD information, select on BU only.

SFD_04 - Archived Fringe Data:  Used to show the fringe payments by a specific calc that were changed by the system based on changes made to the related salary payments in Suspense (both the before/after suspense view).  

SFD_05 – Archived Combined Data:  Used to view BOTH salary and fringe payments by a specific calc that were changed either by a user, or that were defaulted by the system in Suspense (both the before/after suspense view).  Note that you have to change the criteria under both selections since a 'union' was used to create the query.  You could also select just on BU if you want.

SFD_06 – Salary Errors by Calc:   (Selection criteria is BU, FY, Calc ID, Error Source) – Used to select the Suspense errors for a specific calc.  The query is set up to show salary errors.  For those campuses that also have encumbrances, change the source code to ‘R’ and it will list just the salary warnings.  

SFD_07 – Default Salary Errors:   (Selection criteria is BU, Calc ID):  Used to show any payments that went to default as a result of the batch being released to SFD.

MISC:

SFD_11 – Allocated Default Department Pool Coding (Selection criteria is BU, FY): Reflects the pool Dept Ids for allocated fringe funds designated for a campus.  

SFD_12 – Allocated Default Project Pool Coding (Selection criteria is BU, FY):  Reflects the pool projects for allocated fringe funds designated for a campus.  

SFD_15 – PAR Information – Classified  (Selection Criteria is BU/Begin Earned period – End Earned period, Appt ID (or wild card)):  Used to select salary payment data for use in Federal Personnel Activity Reporting (PAR) for Classified Staff.

SFD_16 – PAR Information – Unclassified (Selection Criteria is BU/Begin Earned period – End Earned period, Appt ID (or wild card)): Used to select salary payment data for use in Federal Personnel Activity Reporting (PAR) for Unclassified Staff.

SFD_22 – Unposted Journals - (Selection criteria is fiscal year and BU):   Used to locate any Payroll Interface journal that has not posted to the GL.

SFD_23 – Business Unit Controls – (Selection criteria is BU):  This query should be run in May each year.  It shows the fiscal year controls within PI for each business unit.  This needs to be reviewed at the start of each fiscal year and updated (via UW System) accordingly.

SFD_25 – Workstudy Exceptions – This query is should be run in May each year.  It identifies the specific American Read Coding used by various campuses.  Any changes need to be also reflected in the Student Payroll System.  This is a fiscal year controlled table.

SFD_26 – Workstudy Controls – (Selection criteria is BU):  This query should also be run in May each year.  This is a fiscal year controlled table that identifies special handling for various workstudy scenarios.  

SFD_27 - Appointments across Business Units- (Selection criteria is SSN):  Used to identify the appointments that cross Business Units.  It is currently set up to show total dollars paid by calendar year 2006.  If you want to change the calendar year, do not change anything else or you may miss some payments.  (The field is defined to the second and this is required).  Additional elements defined are name, BU, period ID, appointment ID and IADS appointment type.  
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
