PO Reconciliation after PO Rollover

When a PO is rolled into a new year, new distribution lines are added to the PO for the amounts being rolled using the new budget year chartfield. The original distribution lines remain also, with the old budget year chartfields. How these distribution lines appear in the PO depends on what is actually rolled into the new year.

After rollover, some PO’s will have distribution lines created for $0, which may be charged to either the old budget year or the new budget year chartfields.  Other PO’s will have distribution lines with an actual $ amount split between the old and new budget year chartfields. All of the lines with an old budget year will have an “Open” status and must be canceled or closed before PO Recon will complete the PO.

1) Distribution Lines that did not have any vouchers entered against them in the “Old” year

The most common situation occurs when a PO didn't have any vouchers entered to reduce the encumbrance before being rolled. When the rollover takes place, the total amount of the distribution is removed from the old budget year and moved to a 2nd distribution created for the new budget year. The $0 distribution for the old budget year still appears on the PO_LINE_DISTRIB table and on the PO. After liquidating the PO amount that was rolled into the new year, PO Recon will not complete the PO because of the "Open" $0 distribution line. Since the $0 distributions don't copy into a PO Voucher, the only way to complete these PO's would be to cancel every $0 distribution in "Update/Display" mode, which would be a very time intensive process.

Neal Denuk at DoIt wrote an SQL to change the $0 distribution lines charged to the old budget year to a status of "Cancelled". His SQL also set the BCM to a status of “N” and the Post status to “N”. After running BCM and Posting, PO Recon should change the $0 distributions to “Closed”. After fully liquidating or marking the rolled amount as “Final Reference”, PO Recon should take the PO to completion. 

Note: In testing, PO Recon did not always change the PO Status to Complete. After marking the voucher distributions as “Final Reference”, PO Recon did change the PO to complete.

2) Distribution Lines charged by “QTY” and fully liquidated by Quantity but not by $ Amount.

Distribution lines that are charged by QTY, only roll the open QTY times the PO price, regardless of any remaining $ amount.  If a PO distribution is fully liquidated by quantity when the rollover occurs, a 2nd distribution line is created using the new budget year chartfield, even though no $ amount is rolled. This $0 distribution appears on the PO_LINE_DISTRIB table and on the PO and must be canceled before PO Recon will be able to complete the PO. Since the distribution line for the old budget year was not fully liquidated by amount, it will need to be marked as “Final Reference”.

Note: Since this occurred on only a few PO’s and should be reviewed individually, we did not use an SQL to cancel these $0 distributions. They can be changed or manually canceled in "Update/Display" mode. 

3) Distribution Lines partially liquidated in the “Old” year. 

When a PO is partially liquidated in the old year, only the remaining amount is rolled to the new year. When the rollover takes place, it creates a 2nd distribution line for the rolled amount charged to the new budget year chartfield and the amount that was liquidated in the old year remains on the original distribution line charged to the old budget year chartfield. Both lines appear on the PO_LINE_DISTRIB table and on the PO with a status of  “Open”. As long as the status is “Open”, both distribution lines will be copied into a PO Voucher and the old budget year distribution line will have to be deleted.

 Since the old budget line was fully liquidated in the old year, PO Recon should change its’ status to “Unavailable for Sourcing” until the PO is ready to be completed. When the status is “Unavailable for Sourcing”, it will not be copied into a PO Voucher. 

Note: PO Recon did not always change the old budget year distribution to “Unavailable for Sourcing”. I had to go back to the last voucher that was entered against each distribution before rollover and mark them as “Final Reference”.
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
