Re:  Fund 161 Revenue Transactions

In the last two months we have encountered several situations where SFS units have processed transfer journals that contained transactions coded to revenue accounts in fund 161.  The Legacy DOA interface system (which all data goes through) contains an edit that prohibits all 161 revenue transactions from inclusion in the interface files.  Thus, the interface process abends when such transactions are found.  Back in July of 2001, I issued the following memo regarding those kinds of transactions. 

"Now that the SFS campuses and permanent interface campuses are

processing their own transactions for fund 161 (rather than having those

transactions entered at UWPC) we have encountered a couple situations

where a 161 transaction was coded to a revenue account in SFS.  You

can't do that.  All revenue transactions that affect 161 are loaded to SFS

by Eric Engbloom here in UWSA.  They are loaded with a Source code

of XXX so that the data does not interface to DOA.  Please advise all

staff members that they can't post journals to SFS that contain revenue

coded to 161.  I will consult with Eric E. to see if there are any

exceptions to this rule.  If so, further guidelines will be issued." 

Some of the transfers processed recently were done to move revenue from Program code R to another program code within 161.  We realize this is a necessity for some units because the revenue loaded to 161 for interest earnings, etc. is all coded to program code R in the current upload process used by Eric E.  We recommend use of account 3915 (Transfers-Other) for those shifts between program codes.  If there is a justifiable reason that mandates that you have to use revenue codes for such transfers, then you should put those transfers in their own journal and assign a Source code of XXX so that the data is not picked up for interface to DOA. 

Another way to prevent the 161 interest earned revenue data from getting into SFS under Program code R would be to set up a combo-edit that would make code R not valid with fund 161.  The journal data loaded by Eric would then not pass the SFS edit and your staff would be able to change the program code in the journal transactions before it gets posted in SFS.  

Eric is working with other staff members here in UWSA to get the upload process changed so that the161 revenue will be charged to the proper program code when it is loaded.  

Transfers to or from 161 using revenue codes are never valid under the current 161 processing structure. 

Once again, please make certain that all of your staff members are informed of these requirements and comply with them.
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
