4 campers or fraction thereof,
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(2) Hazarpous sUBSTANCES, (a) Cwe.  Chemicals, flam-
mables and other hazardous substances shall be used for their
intended purpose and according to the manufacturer’s directions

(b) Storgge. 1. Chemicals and other hazardous substances
shall be stored in their original, covered and labeled containers in
4 separate, secure area accessible only by appropriate staff.

location not owned or operated by the camp, The health services
staff person shall work under the direction of the camp health
supervisor, have the appropriate camper records, first—aid sup-
plies approprigte for the occasion as determined by the camp
health supervisor and access to a means of communication to sum-
mon emergency help and communicate with the camp health
supervisor.

(d) Sraff or consuleing physician. Except as provided under
par, {e), when a camp’s permanent facilities are used for more than
3 mights, health services stafl shall work under the delegation of
a physician licensed under ch, 448, Stats,, who is available on-site
during the camping season or for consultation services, The staff
physician or consulting physician, in cooperation with the camp
operator, shall develop a written protocol, signed by the physician,
for the administration of medications, rouline health care and
emergency medical care at the camp. The physician shall review
the protocol annually.

(e} When health services staffl are not provided by camp opera-

els of training for leaders of the group which are not less than those
required under par. (b) 2. and 3., before allowing use of the facili-
ties.

(6) Memcanons. (a) Al medications brought to camp by a
camper ar staff member shall be in containers that are clearly
labeled to include the name of the camper or staff member, the
name of the medication, the dosage, the frequency of administra-
tion and the route of administeation.  All medication preseribed by
a physician shall, in addition, be labeled to include the name of the
preseribing physician, the prescription number, date prescribed,
possible adverse reactions, the specific conditions when contact
should be made with the physician and other special instructions
as needed.

(b} Except as allowed in par. {c), all medication brought to
camp by a camper or staff member under |8 years of age shall be
kept in a locked unit and shall be administered by health services
staff qualified under sub. (3) (b), except that bee sting medication,
