Effective May 3, 2023 TSA will begin requiring
either a REAL ID or a passport to board a
domestic aircraft for those 18 and older. Those
who do not have either a REAL ID or passport will
be denied boarding.

Non-compliant
licenses have the verbiage "Not for federal purposes" in the upper right corner.
